e those who hope for a better world and those who have lost hope,
¢ without imposing on them the necessity of becoming like us;

5. Know that the way we behave toward one another and toward other people is
the fullest expression of what we believe;

6. Find more grace in the search for meaning than in absolute certainty, in the
questions than in the answers;

7. Form ourselves into communities dedicated to equipping one another for the
work we feel called to do: striving for peace and justice among all people,
protecting and restoring the integrity of all God’s creation, and bringing
hope to those Jesus called the least of his sisters and brothers;

8. Who recognize that being followers of Jesus is costly, and entails selfless
love, conscientious resistance to evil, and renunciation of privilege.
